Ever since the end of World War 2, people have been concerned about 
human rights.  Before and during the war, many people had been badly 

treated because of their race or religion or because they were 

prisoners of war.



In 1945, after the horrors of World War II, an international organisation
was established, the United Nations. It was dedicated to maintaining peace
and security and to solving humanitarian problems.
In 1948 the Universal Declaration of Human Rights was drawn up. It stated
that everyone has a right to life and liberty, freedom of speech and
movement, a fair wage, a fair trial, education and many other basic rights.
It was set up to ensure that the awful treatment of people during the war
was never repeated. It is not legally binding, but its content has been
incorporated into the laws of many countries and it has become a standard
measure of human rights across the world.
